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KM 13- SARKUSTA AREA

BENEFICIERIES (2500 IDP FAMILIES (BARDHERE UMPRELLA)
-------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
The SARKUSTA area is one of the areas, most populated with IDPs. It is located 13KMs outside Mogadishu towards the Afgoie road. While a great number of IDPs were already living there, another large number who have been moved out of the town were resettled. MMD currently has a MATERNITY CARE AND COUNSELING CENTER in the middle of the IDP domiciles. The center is located inside the BARDHERE UMBARELLA IDPs, because the IDPs are divided into UMPARELLAS. Therefore the UMBARELLA we are located in are the direct beneficiaries while all other umbrellas also benefit the service of the center. 
 Considering the importance of having all basic human needs and services at a close range or other alternative means to provide assistance, the area lucks most of these services particularly the health care facilities. Finding the fact that MMD is a small maternity focused organization who provides most of its services on voluntary we found the importance to establish this center provided that we can only do according to the extent of our capacity because we don’t receive financial support from agencies. 

Psychosocial counselling and training are core mandates of MMD. Counselling is the process of helping people to realize the potentials in them to solve their problems. It is important for MMD to seek the welfare of its clients and make women and women understand that they are heard, taken serious and most importantly are believed. 

The main goal in this area is to create a confidential and safe platform for IDP CAMPS sexual violence survivors to air their feelings and experiences with a counsellor who are equipped with the knowledge and skills in helping women and women to cope with their situation, through group counselling and individual counselling. Through the participation in supportive counselling and groups, survivors will realize they are not alone in their struggle against family violence and are able to learn new strategies for taking control over their lives.
THE KEY ACTIVITIES THE CENTER CARRIES OUT INCLUDES:

1. BASIC TRAININGS/WORKSHOPS

In this section we provide basic trainings to the Traditional birth attendants (TPAs), because there is no any provisional maternity hospital nearby. Although their knowledge and facilities are meagre they yet provide basic vital service to the community. Therefore we have especial relationships with them and we provide them basic capacity building and workshops to enhance their skills.
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This woman has just given birth to a baby with the help of a TRADITIONAL BIRTH ATTENDANT. MMD also has collaboration with the SHIFA hospital. A number of women with birth difficulties were referred to this hospital where they received emergency assistance to both mothers and babies.
2. COUNSELING SERVICES

This service is one of the most important works carried out by the center. The specific target groups who benefit this service include. 
Pregnant women:
They are consulted and counselled about issues like. How to stay health during pregnancy such as the types of food good for the pregnant women those are nutritious and are yet available and cheap. They are also provided precautions against taking drugs not prescribed by a doctor. 
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In this pictures MMD outreach team are providing counselling to pregnant women and they are also distributing VITAMIN syrup to the pregnant women 

GBV survivors: 
Women, who happened to be victims of sexual violence are- as possible -in the first hand, helped them to be referred to specialized service. To reduce the after math effect and the social stigma against these innocent victims, specialised counselling service is provided while conditions of confidentiality and compassion is strictly observed. in this cases we do only a very limited service, but we mostly refer them to the organizations involved in this projects such as SISTER SOMALIA SAFE HOUSE which we have good coordination on the matter of RAPE SURVIVORS.
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These lockable doors were distributed to the IDPs in an effort to increase security of the women in the camp. The doors were intended to prevent the perpetrators of sexual violence   

DOMESTIC VIOLENC:
 Counselling is also provided to other women/girls affected by violence, particularly those affected by domestic violence which is the most common violence against women in the area. 

3. REFFERALS  AND ADVOCACY
One of the most important works implemented by MMD in its referral program is to identify all important cases beyond capacity of the center. Among the issues referred to more specialized service providers includes. GBV cases such as THE RAPE. Women giving birth and happen to be in emergency conditions, children and mothers with emergency health needs. The advocacy section provides a general advocacy on behalf of women and children whose rights are violated. The advocacy just like other sections has carried out a number of activities.
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These two boys are brothers, they have been badly wounded by a MINE EXPLOSSION, MMD helped their parents to take the children to a hospital in Mogadishu. One of the boys lost his leg in the accident. MMD advocated on their behalf to the Somali Diaspora community. MMD shared their story in local websites. They received a substantial sum of money through the advocacy and that money helped their parents to care their children until they recovered.

4. AWARENESS AND ADVOCACY.
This section provides awareness against harmful traditions such as FGM, early marriage, and all kinds of violence against women.

5. COORDINATION/collaboration
Coordination is one of the most important tasks the center carries out. MMD believes that due to its limited capacity it is always necessary to coordinate with other service providers to assist those in need. Coordination also applies participating clusters and sharing information. the clusters MMD is actively engaged includes the protection cluster, health cluster, GBV working group, and child protection working group.
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THIS IS AN OTHER HEALTH CENTER WHICH MMD OPENED IN WADAJIR DISTRICT. THE CENTER WAS SPONSORED BY DIASPORA COMMUNITY AND WAS INTENDED TO PROVIDE HEALTH MOBILE HEALTH SERVICE TO IDPs AND POOR COMMUNITY IN THE AREA. THE FUNDING WAS LIMITED TO SIX MOTHS AND AFTER SIX MOTHS THE CENTER IS CLOSED. BUT ADVOCACY AND FUND  RAISING IS GOING ON TO SECURE MORE FUND TO RUN THE CENTER AGAIN. 
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
